Unit 11 Friendship
Reading Making Friends
The analysis of teaching material:
The main topic of this unit is friendship. After learning this lesson, students could learn some useful expressions and get the importance of friendship. So, this lesson is quite important for their further study.
The analysis of students:

Teaching aims:
Knowledge aims:
1. Students can recognize some words and expressions.
2. Students can get some information about friends.
Ability aims:
1. Students are able to use the key words and expressions in real situation.
2. Students can develop their reading ability. Students can skim the text for general information and scan the text for specific information.
Moral aims:
1. Students can get the importance of friendship and learn how to make friends.
2. Students can develop their motivation of learning English and get some advice on making friends.
Teaching key points:
1. Students can understand the meaning and usage of some key words and expressions.
2.  Students can get the main idea of the passage and some useful information.
Teaching difficult points:
1. How to develop students’ reading ability.
2. How to use the key words and expressions in daily life.
3. Students can get the importance of friendship and learn how to make friends.
Teaching methods:
Task-based teaching method, communicative language teaching method
Teaching aids:
Multi-media, blackboard, textbook
Teaching procedures:
Step 1. Warming-up
Show some pictures on the screen.
T: Do we need friends?
Do you want to make new friends?
What should a good friend be like?
Step 2. Pre-reading
Discussion: what kind of friend is the best friend?
Step 3. While-reading
1. Fast reading
(1) Ask students to listen to the tape and find out the main idea of the passage.
(2)  Divide the whole class into 4 groups and ask them to read the text by groups, then find the main idea of each paragraph.
2. Careful reading
Ask students to read after the tape and get more information. ( true or false)
     Step 4. Post-reading
1. Retell the passage.
2. Discussion.
Work in group of 4 to discuss:
· How do you make new friends?
· How do you get on with your friends?
· What should we do when our friends in sorrow? 
Step 5. Summary 
Summarize what we have learned in this lesson.
Step 6. Homework 
· Find some proverbs about friendship.
· Read the passage. 
Step 7. Blackboard designing
